Oli otya sabo  (Good day/how's your day sir)  

(Your reply)     Boolungi sabo, oli otya (good thank you sir, how's your day)  
(My reply)       Boolungi sabo               (good thank you sir)  
(your reply)    Jabelico                          (well done - usually said to muzungus) 

(my reply)      Kali                                 (ok, thank you) while shaking hands throughout  
substitute 'nnabo' for sabo when addressing a female. 
 

God is good. Work continues to go well & I see/learn new things almost daily.  

My role seems more to be supporting helping the regular staff here & over the last week I 
have been covering male & female medical wards almost as the only doctor during the day. I 

try and help out on Saturday mornings as I know most of the ward patients so it assists the 
on call doctor for the weekend. Sunday is a rest day so this morning at 8 am we went to 
church, this week to a gospel/penticostal one - lively but a bit chaotic! l was made very wel-

come and we worshipped mainly in English for a couple of hours. 
Sunday afternoons are very chilled, reading/resting after washing my smalls and having lunch. 
Tea has just been cooked and its already dark, daylight being about 0700-1900 everyday. 

After a bout of enteritis in week 2 I've stayed well so thanks to everyone for the prayers. One 
thing to ask for prayer is in the appointment of the next Ugandan doctors as there has not 
been much interest so far. Please also continue to pray for the long term staff here as some 

get understandably frustrated that their treatment is often undone by the local traditional 
healers.
